What is ASN.1

ASN.1lisalarge, arguably over-engineered and extremely old data modelling and
serialisation tool. It is probably among the first serialisation protocolsin
the history of computer science and technology.

ASN.1 started its life over 30 years ago as a serialisation mechanism for the first
electronic mail (known as X.400). Later on if was split off the e-mail application
and become a stand-alone tech still being actively supported by its designers
and widely used in industry and technology.

Sincethen ASN.1 is sort of haunted by its relations with the OSI model -- the
first, unsuccessful, version of the Internet. Y ou can read many interesting

In the following years, generations of software engineers tackled the serialisation

problem many times. We can see that in Googl€e's “ProtoBuffers <https.//devel opers.google.com/protocol -

or “FlatBuffers <https://google.github.io/flatbuffers’>"_, for example.

Interestingly, many new takes on binary protocol design do not depart

far from ASN.1 from technical perspective. It's more of amatter of striking

a balance between processing overhead, wire format overhead and human

readability.

Looking at what ASN.1 hasto offer, it has three loosely coupled parts:

* Datatypes: the standard introduces a collection of basic data types
(integers, bits, strings, arrays and records) that can be used for describing
arbitrarily complex, nested data structures.

* Serialisation protocols. the above data structures could be converted into a
series of octets for storage or transmission over the wire aswell as
recovered back into their structured form. The system isfully agnostic
to hardware architectures differences.

* Schema language: ASN.1 data structures could be described in terms
of aschema language for ASN.1 compiler to turn it into platform-specific
implementation.

Being an old and generally successful standard, ASN.1 iswidely
adopted for many uses.

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
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freedom to share and changeit. By contrast, the GNU General Public
Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change
free software--to make sure the software is free for al its users.

This license, the Lesser General Public License, appliesto some
specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the
Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to useit. You
can useit too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether
thislicense or the ordinary General Public Licenseisthe better
strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations bel ow.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,
not price. Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that
you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge
for this service if you wish); that you receive source code or can get
it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of
it in new free programs; and that you are informed that you can do
these things.

To protect your rights, we need to make restrictions that forbid
distributors to deny you these rights or to ask you to surrender these
rights. These restrictions trandate to certain responsibilities for
you if you distribute copies of the library or if you modify it.

For example, if you distribute copies of the library, whether gratis

0. This License Agreement applies to any software library or other
program which contains a notice placed by the copyright holder or
other authorized party saying it may be distributed under the terms of
this Lesser General Public License (also called "this License").

Each licenseeis addressed as "you".

A "library" means a collection of software functions and/or data
prepared so as to be conveniently linked with application programs
(which use some of those functions and data) to form executables.

The"Library", below, refersto any such software library or work
which has been distributed under these terms. A "work based on the
Library" means either the Library or any derivative work under
copyright law: that isto say, awork containing the Library or a
portion of it, either verbatim or with modifications and/or translated
straightforwardly into another language. (Hereinafter, transationis
included without limitation in the term "modification".)

"Source code" for awork means the preferred form of the work for
making modificationstoit. For alibrary, complete source code means
all the source code for al modules it contains, plus any associated
interface definition files, plus the scripts used to control compilation
and installation of the library.
