Also, if thelibrary is
modified by someone else and passed on, the recipients should know
that what they have is not the original version, so that the original
author's reputation will not be affected by problems that might be
introduced by others.

Finally, software
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patents pose a constant threat to the existence of
any free program. We wish to make sure that a company cannot
effectively restrict the users of a free program by obtaining a
restrictive license from a patent holder. Therefore, we insist that
any patent license obtained for a version of the library must be
consistent with the full freedom of use specified in thislicense.

Most GNU software, including some libraries, is covered by the
ordinary GNU General Public License.

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

(which use some of those functions and data) to form executables.

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to share and change it. By contrast, the GNU
General Public Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change free software--to make sure the
softwareisfreefor al its users.

Thislicense, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some specially designated software packages--typicaly
libraries--of the Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to useit. Y ou can use it too, but we suggest
you first think carefully about whether this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better strategy to
usein any particular case, based on the explanations below.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use, not price. Our General Public Licenses are
