We
concluded that weaker conditions might promote sharing better.

However, unrestricted linking of non-free programs would deprive the
users of those programs of all benefit from the free status of the
librariesthemselves.

instead of to thisLicense. (If anewer version than version 2 of the
ordinary GNU General Public License has appeared, then you can specify
that version instead if you wish.)
