We wish to avoid the danger that companies distributing free
software will individually obtain patent licenses, thus in effect
transforming the program into proprietary software. To prevent this,
we have made it clear that any patent must be licensed
for everyone's
free use or not licensed at al.

Most GNU software, including some libraries, is covered by the ordinary
GNU Genera Public License, which was designed for utility programs. This
license, the GNU Library General Public License, appliesto certain
designated libraries. Thislicenseis quite different from the ordinary
one; be sureto read it in full, and don't assume that anything initis
the same asin the ordinary license.
