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Introduction

This document describes the maximum number and the Maximum Transmission Unit (MTU) size
of the pings to which the Cisco TelePresence Multiparty Conferencing Bridges and Video
Conferencing Gateways respond.

Maximum Number and MTU Size of Pings

The Cisco TelePresence Multiparty Conferencing Bridges and Video Conferencing Gateways
appear to display significant packet loss when tested with ping floods. The responses from these
devices are limited in order to avoid overloads. These limits are applied in the kernel, so they
appear cross-product.
