This guide is for experienced IT managers and network administrators who are responsible for configuring
and maintaining Cisco Virtual Wide Area Application Services (Cisco vVWAAS) in Cisco WAAS.

You should be familiar with the basic concepts and terminology used in internetworking, and understand your
network topology and the protocols that the devices in your network can use. You should also have a working
knowledge of the operating systems on which you are running your Cisco WAAS network, such as Microsoft
Windows, Linux, or Solaris, and hypervisors used with Cisco vVWAAS, such as VMware ESXi or RHEL
KVM.
