System Message Overview

This publication lists and describes the Cisco IOS system messages for Catalyst 6500 series switches. 
The system software sends these error messages to the console (and, optionally, to a logging server on 
another system) during operation. Not all system error messages indicate problems with your system. 
Some messages are purely informational, while others may help diagnose problems with 
communications lines, internal hardware, or the system software.

This publication also includes error messages that appear when the system fails.

System Message Structure
System error messages are structured as follows:

%FACILITY-SEVERITY-MNEMONIC: Message-text

 • FACILITY code

The facility code consists of two or more uppercase letters that indicate the facility to which the 
message refers. A facility can be a hardware device, a protocol, or a module of the system software. 
Table 1-1 lists the system facility codes.

The severity level is a single-digit code from 0 to 7 that reflects the severity of the condition. The 
lower the number, the more serious the situation. Table 1-2 lists the message severity levels. 

 • MNEMONIC code

The MNEMONIC code uniquely identifies the error message. 

 • Message-text

Message-text is a text string that describes the condition. The text string sometimes contains detailed 
information about the event, including terminal port numbers, network addresses, or addresses that 
correspond to locations in the system memory address space. Because variable fields change from 
message to message, they are represented here by short strings enclosed in square brackets ([ ]). A 
decimal number, for example, is represented as [dec]. Table 1-3 lists the variable fields in messages.

Using the Error Message Decoder to Search for System 
Messages

The Error Message Decoder (EMD) is a tool that will help you to research and resolve error messages 
for Cisco software. EMD helps you to understand the meaning of the error messages that display on the 
console of Cisco routers, switches, and firewalls.

To use the EMD, copy the message that appears on the console or in the system log, paste it into the 
window, and press the Submit button. You will automatically receive an Explanation, Recommended 
Action, and, if available, any related documentation for that message.

If you search for the explanation and recommended action of a message that contains a SOURCE, 
remove the SOURCE from the text first, and then search for the message in the documentation. 

For example, instead of searching the documentation for the message C6KPWR-SP-4-DISABLED, 
remove the SOURCE identifier and search for the message C6KPWR-4-DISABLED. 

Terminology
In this publication, the terms “module” and “line card” both refer to a switch module. 

Error Message Traceback Reports
Some messages describe internal errors and contain traceback information. This information is very 
important and should be included when you report a problem to your technical support representative.

The following sample message includes traceback information:

ACE Messages
This section contains Allegro Crypto Engine (ACE) messages.

ACE-3

Error Message   %ACE-3-NOENGINESLOT: Interface [chars] has no crypto engine slot

Explanation   This message appears when an IKE SA was requested for a given interface, but no 
crypto engine slot was assigned to that interface. [chars] is the name of the interface that is missing 
the crypto engine slot command.

Recommended Action   Configure the interface in question with the crypto engine [sub]slot command.

Error Message   %ACE-3-OUTOFID_RL: Too may [chars] IDs in the system. Cannot allocate 
a new one

Explanation   All the IDs of the specified type are in use.

Recommended Action   Reduce the traffic load, the number of IPsec tunnels, or the frequency of 
changing the value of a cryptographic key. If this message appeared under light traffic conditions, 
copy the message exactly as it appears on the console or in the system log. Research and attempt to 
resolve the issue using the tools and utilities provided at http://www.cisco.com/tac. With some

[chars]/[chars] (count=[dec])

Explanation   An IPsec packet was unexpectedly forwarded to the RP.

Recommended Action   If this message appears when booting the router and enabling the hardware 
crypto accelerator, then this message is normal and can be safely ignored. Otherwise, copy the error 
message exactly as it appears on the console or in the system log, and report it to your Cisco 
technical support representative.

Explanation   Some packet-matching logs were missed because the log messages were rate-limited, 
the cache table was full, or no log buffers were available.

Recommended Action   No action is required.

Error Message   %AFLSEC-6-OALRP: [chars] igmp [IP_address] -> [IP_address] ([dec]), 
[dec] packet[chars] 

Explanation   Packets matching the OAL criteria were detected. 

Recommended Action   No action is required.

AP Messages
This section contains Authentication Proxy (AP) messages.
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AP-1

Error Message   %AP-1-POSTURE_POLICY_ERROR: POLICY=[chars]| POLICYNAME=[chars]| 
IP=[IP_address]| ERROR=<[chars][chars]> 

Explanation   The specified policy was not applied for the given host IP due to the reason specified as 
Error. 

Recommended Action   When the “POLICY” character string is “HOST ACL,” verify that an input 
access control list (ACL) is defined and configured on the interface. A “URL REDIRECT ACL” 
policy needs a URL-redirect vendor-specific attribute (VSA) to have an associated access control 
list URL-redirect-ACL VSA that can be used to determine HTTP redirect criteria. HTTP packets 
that match the ACL are subject to redirection. When a URL-redirect-ACL access control list is not 
specified or is not configured, the host will not be set up for HTTP redirection.

AP-4

Error Message   %AP-4-AUTH_PROXY_NOMEM: Sufficient memory was not available to [chars] 

Explanation   There was not enough memory to perform the specified operation. 

Recommended Action   Reduce other system activity to ease memory demands. If conditions warrant, 
upgrade to a larger memory configuration.

Error Message   %AP-4-POSTURE_EXCEED_MAX_INIT: Exceeded maximum limit ([dec]) on 
entires in authentication proxy posture cache in initializing state 

Explanation   The number of entries that are in the Authentication Proxy posture cache and in an 
initializing state has exceeded the maximum limit.

Recommended Action   This condition might indicate a denial of service (DoS) attack. Copy the 
message exactly as it appears on the console or in the system log. Research and attempt to resolve 
the issue using the tools and utilities provided at http://www.cisco.com/tac. With some messages, 
these tools and utilities will supply clarifying information. Search for resolved software issues using 
the Bug Toolkit at http://tools.cisco.com/Support/BugToolKit/. If you still require assistance, open 
a case with the Technical Assistance Center via the Internet at 
http://tools.cisco.com/ServiceRequestTool/create, or contact your Cisco technical support 
representative and provide the representative with the information you have gathered.

Error Message   %AP-6-POSTURE_DOWNLOAD_ACL: Send AAA request to download ([chars]) 
named access control list 

Explanation   The system has sent a request to AAA to retrieve the contents of the specified 
downloadable ACL. 

Recommended Action   This message is informational. No action is required.

Error Message   %AP-6-POSTURE_POLICY: [chars] [chars] ([chars]) policy for host 
([IP_address]) 

Explanation   This message specifies the policy that was enforced for or removed from the specified 
host. The policy can be either an ACL or a URL to which any intercepted HTTP traffic is redirected.

Recommended Action   This message is informational. No action is required. 

Error Message   %AP-6-POSTURE_START_VALIDATION: IP=[IP_address]| Interface=[chars] 

Explanation   The system has created an entry for the host in the Authentication Proxy posture cache 
and has initiated the posture validation process. 

Recommended Action   This message is informational. No action is required.

Error Message   %AP-6-POSTURE_STATE_CHANGE: IP=[IP_address]| STATE=[chars] 

Explanation   The state of posture validation changed for the specified host in the Authentication 
Proxy posture validation cache.

Recommended Action   This message is informational. No action is required. 
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ATMSPA Messages

Error Message   %ATMSPA-2-INITFAIL: [chars] - Init Failed return code: [int]

Recommended Action   Power down and reseat the indicated SPA card. If the condition persists, copy 
the message exactly as it appears on the console or in the system log.

CWAN_RP Messages
Error Message   %CWAN_RP-3-WAN_BRIDGING_CONFIG_EXCEEDED: The number of 
VPLS/EoMPLS/Bridging/QinQ VCs exceeded the maximum supported by the platform 

Explanation   The user attempted to configure more VPLS, EoMPLS, and bridging VCs than the 
number that is supported by the platform.

Recommended Action   Review the configuration guidelines for the features that are being configured, 
and reduce the number of VPLS, EoMPLS, and bridging VCs to the number that is supported by the 
platform. 

CWAN_RP-4

Error Message   %CWAN_RP-4-CONFIG_MISMATCH: Irreconcilable Configuration difference 
between Active & Standby Supervisors due to OIR/Config Event -> Reloading Standby 
Supervisor to synchronize the configuration.

Explanation   An unexpected configuration difference exists between the active and standby 
supervisor engines.

Recommended Action   This condition is expected behavior. No action is required.

Error Message   %CWAN_RP-4-LCLOG_MSG : slot [dec]/[dec]: [chars]

Explanation   An error has occurred on a module. The slot and CPU number are indicated after the 
CWAN_RP-4-LCLOG_MSG text. The error message that appears after the slot number is the 
original message from the module.

If the configuration for 
the specified slot in the startup configuration is suitable for the module in that slot, after the module 
has loaded, manually apply the configuration by using one of the following two methods. The 
second method requires a system reload.

 – Enter the copy nvram:startup-config system:running-config command to reapply your saved 
configuration, then enter the no shutdown command on all interfaces whose configuration was 
rejected, and then enter the copy system:running-config nvram:startup-config command to 
save your configuration and the WAN module slot configuration.

 – Enter the copy command to copy your startup configuration to a temporary location (for 
example, copy nvram:startup-config bootflash:tmp-config), then enter the copy 
system:running-config nvram:startup-config command to update the WAN module slot 
configuration, then enter the copy command to restore the temporary copy of the startup-config 
(for example, copy bootflash:tmp-config nvram:startup-config), and then enter the reload 
command to reload the system. 

After using the second method, you may want to use the delete command to remove the temporary 
copy of the startup-config. To prevent this condition from recurring, ensure that the SLOTCACHE 
variable is updated whenever modules that require it (FlexWANs, but not OSMs) are moved between 
slots in the chassis. The SLOTCACHE variable is updated when the running-config is written to 
the startup-config using the copy system:running-config nvram:startup-config command (or the 
deprecated write memory equivalent). The two methods of restoring the configuration for the 
module shown above ensure that the SLOTCACHE variable is updated.

Explanation   When a remote registry is not serviced within 25 seconds, the remote process (and 
presumably the entire system) is deadlocked. This message is printed when the deadlock is broken 
by a timeout.

 – The notification block is corrupted.

 – The pathname published to the name server is invalid.

This issue is serious and affects IPC.

Explanation   Under normal conditions, the standby route processor (RP) has selected the redundancy 
mode and sends its decision to active RP. The active RP uses it to determine the system mode and 
sends the final decision on the mode back to standby RP. This system message indicates that the 
exchange has failed, and the standby RP does not have the right redundancy mode to proceed.

Recommended Action   Allow the standby RP to reset once. If the problem persists, verify that all 
modules are working properly.

Error Message   %RF-3-NON_HA_SWITCHOVER: The SP switchover was NOT stateful. To 
support SSO on the RP, the SP must be configured with HA enabled. 

Explanation   The switch processor switchover that occurred was not stateful. Stateful switchover 
mode on the route processor requires the switch processor to run with high availability (HA) enabled 
to ensure that appropriate state is synchronized between the switch processors and that there is 
sufficient state information on the new active switch processor to support the switchover of the route 
processor while in stateful switchover mode. The recovery is to reset and reboot the route processor, 
because there is insufficient state information to support a route processor switchover in stateful 
switchover mode. 

Recommended Action   Configure the SP to enable HA. If HA is enabled, it is possible that resource 
exhaustion (such as memory) might have caused this non-HA switchover. If the problem persists, 
contact Cisco technical support representative for further analysis.

Error Message   %RF-3-PEER_RP_RELOAD: The peer Route Processor (RP) is being reset 
because [chars] 

Explanation   This message provides the reason that the peer RP was reset. The peer RP resets in an 
attempt to recover from an indeterminate state.

Recommended Action   If the condition persists after the reset, copy the message exactly as it appears 
on the console or in the system log. Research and attempt to resolve the issue using the tools and 
utilities provided at http://www.cisco.com/tac. With some messages, these tools and utilities will 
supply clarifying information.

RP to awaken it when the active RP is ready to support the standby RP. The active RP has failed to 
awaken the standby RP. The active RP may have failed during the standby RP’s early initialization 
phase or some other error has prevented the active RP from completing this handshake. 

Recommended Action   The standby RP will be restarted. If the problem persists, restart the system.

RF-6

Error Message   %RF-6-STANDBY_READY: The Standby RP has reached HOT-STANDBY state and 
is now ready for stateful switchover. 

Explanation   The standby route processor (RP) has reached the hot-standby state and is now ready to 
take over operation in the event that the active RP should fail.

Recommended Action   No action is required.

Error Message   %SIP600_QOS-3-NOTFOUND: SIP-600 Software Element Not Found - [chars]: 
[chars] [dec] 

Explanation   The SIP 600 client could not locate a required software element. 

Recommended Action   Reload the Cisco IOS image on the affected line card or platform. If the error 
persists, copy the message exactly as it appears on the console or in the system log. Research and 
attempt to resolve the issue using the tools and utilities provided at http://www.cisco.com/tac. With 
some messages, these tools and utilities will supply clarifying information. Search for resolved 
software issues using the Bug Toolkit at http://tools.cisco.com/Support/BugToolKit/. If you still 
require assistance, open a case with the Technical Assistance Center via the Internet at 
http://tools.cisco.com/ServiceRequestTool/create, or contact your Cisco technical support 
representative and provide the representative with the information you have gathered.

Explanation   The SIP 600 received an error on the specified hardware queue when attempting the 
specified action. This condition is the result of attempting to configure a QoS action.

Recommended Action   There are a variety of reasons that this condition occurs: 1) If the user 
configuration action was to remove a service policy and then reapply a service policy to the same 
interface, it is possible that queues are still draining, which prevents new queues from being 
allocated. You need to remove the service-policy that failed, wait for a period of time, and then 
reapply the service policy. 2) It is possible that the number of resources has been depleted. You can 
consolidate your current QoS configuration to free up resources and then try reapplying your new 
configuration. 3) If the error was the result of removing queue hardware, then there is a hardware 
problem that must be reported. If the problem persists, copy the message exactly as it appears on the 
console or in the system log. Research and attempt to resolve the issue using the tools and utilities 
provided at http://www.cisco.com/tac. With some messages, these tools and utilities will supply 
clarifying information. Search for resolved software issues using the Bug Toolkit at 
http://tools.cisco.com/Support/BugToolKit/.

Error Message   %UNICAST_FLOOD-5-FILTER_INSTALLED: Filter for host [enet] has been 
installed. It will be removed in [dec] minute(s) 

Explanation   A host was flooding unicast packets to an unknown destination. A filter has been 
installed.

Recommended Action   No action is required.

URLF Messages
This section contains URL filtering (URLF) messages.
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URLF-3

Error Message   %URLF-3-ALLOW_MODE: Connection to all the URL filter servers are down 
and the allow mode is ’[chars]’ 

Explanation   No URL filter servers are available. If the allow mode is on, the router will pass HTTP 
traffic; otherwise, the router will drop HTTP traffic and close the TCP connection. 

Recommended Action   Check the status of the URL filter server (WebSense/N2H2). Restart the server 
if necessary.

Explanation   The URL filtering feature is unable to allocate memory for various data structures. 

Recommended Action   Disable unused features or check for other reasons why the router may be 
running out of memory.

Error Message   %URLF-3-SERVER_DOWN: Connection to the URL filter server [IP_address] 
is down 

Explanation   The connection between the router and a URL filter server is down. If multiple servers 
are configured, the router will try another server for URL authentication. If no URL filter server is 
available, the router will check the allow mode. If the allow mode is ’on,’ the router will pass HTTP 
traffic; otherwise, the router will drop HTTP traffic and close the TCP connection. 

Recommended Action   Check the status of the URL filter server (WebSense/N2H2). Restart the server 
if necessary. If the server cannot be recovered, install another URL filter server and configure the 
new server location on the router.

Error Message   %URLF-3-URL_TOO_LONG: URL sent from [IP_address] is too long (more than 
[dec] bytes), possibly a fake packet? 

Explanation   The URL in the HTTP GET request is too long. Because the packet may be fake, it will 
be dropped. 

Recommended Action   No action is required.
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URLF-4

Error Message   %URLF-4-SITE_BLOCKED: Access denied for the site ’[chars]’, client

Explanation   A user attempted to browse a forbidden site. All underlying URLs of the indicated 
domain are blocked from access.

Explanation   At least one URL filter server is now available. The router will return to normal 
operation from allow mode.
